Stitch width and length are adjusted automatically but
you can adjust them as desired.

It’s easy to change feet, simply press the button on the
back of the presser bar and the current foot will drop.
Place the new foot under the presser bar and lower. The

foot will click into place.

The G foot makes it easy. Simply keep the fold against the
flange on the foot for a perfect “bite”.

Fabric - Cotton square

6" x 6" folded in half with a
piece of stabilizer 3” x 6” in

Pull Down Buttonhole Lever
it should fit between the 2
brackets on the left side of
