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Installing Folding Mounting Brackets

1. Determine on which side of the table you
want the extension.

2. Remove the two screws from the top of

each leg on that side of the table. N
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3. Place two M8x20 flanged head socketed
screws through the bracket and into
the table leg where you removed the
screws earlier.

4. Use the M5 hex tool to start the screws. V 5 .::\v i
Tighten the screws until snug and then 3 SR
loosen them slightly for the height § 7
adjustment and extension alignment. : &
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5. Repeat Steps 4 and 5 for the other Z S
bracket. §
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Installing the Table Extension

1. Raise both brackets to the up and
locked position.

2. Place the table extension on the two
brackets and align it front to back and
side to side.

3. Align the pre-threaded holes in the table
extension with the holes in the bracket
and start the four M4x6 Phillips head
screws into the top. Do not tighten the
screws at this stage.

4, Repeat Step 9 for the other bracket.
5. With the four screws started in each

bracket, firmly tighten all of the screws
using a #2 Phillips head screwdriver.
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Fine Adjustment of Table Extension

A

1. Raise or lower the table extension to

match the main table top height then

fully tighten the two M8x20 screws on 7
each bracket to set the position.
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2. Each bracket has a rubber bumper
for leveling the table extension. Loosen
the jam nut with the 10mm wrench
(provided). Adjust the rubber bumpers
in or out as needed until the top is level.
Tighten the jam nut to
hold the position.

3. Check the height to make sure the
inside edge of the table extension still
matches the table height.
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Lowering the Table Extension

1. To lower the table extension, gently lift
the extension while squeezing the release
lever on both brackets. Then lower the
extension to the down/stored position.
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
